Character Conflicts

Conflict – a serious disagreement or argument, especially one that is prolonged.


(dispute, quarrel, clash; war; contradiction)

In your groups, compare your conflicts from yesterday, and how they started to shape your new characters.  Identify:

1. the setting of the conflict (where is it?)
2. the conflict itself (what happens to the undeveloped character?)

3. what happens next (how does the character respond?)

4. how it moves forward (what happens as a result?)
Remember, a conflict does not always have to mean a physical threat.  Be thinking about what conflict means, discuss various possibilities in your groups & write how your new character might be effected by an alternate kind of conflict. (ex. If your initial conflict is physical, think about an emotional or moral conflict instead.)
